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SOFTOPPER INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS   

The Softopper contains the following pieces:  

 

1 -   Front and rear cross bars  

2 -  4 Cross members -  3 long, 1 short, (5 cross bars on long beds)  

3 -  2 Hinged folding arms (left and right sides)  

4 -5 pieces of Velcro tape (Hooks)  

5 -1 bottle of Seam sealer -  Apply before canopy installation. See seam sealer instructions on page 5  

6 & 7 -  2 Bedrails -  2 pieces each  

8 -  4 Clamps -  6 clamps on long beds  

9 -  4 snap studs  

  

Remove all contents of the Softopper carefully to protect the frame from scratches.  
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Select the bedrail pieces (the 4, 1 - inch square tubes) Join the 2 pieces of each bed rail together. They go together so that 

the snaps are all on the same side. Join them by inserting the round tube into the square end of itôs mate, then line up the 

push buttons with a corner, slowly push together, and carefully turn until the push button finds the hole.   

 

There is a LEFT and RIGHT bedrail. NOTE: To tell the difference, the push button will always be forward of the split point 

(cab side of where the bars split in 2).  The angled pivot point bracket must be facing inwards towards the bed and the snaps  

will be facing outwards. Place the bedrail on the topside of the trucks side rail, with the weather stripping facing down. (D o 

not remove the smooth Mylar coating on the weather stripping. This is to prevent it from sticking to the truck.) The front en d 

of the bedrail should be evenly aligned with the front inside corner of the bed.  

 

It can be placed, evenly with the inside edge of the truckôs side rail or moved outward from the inside edge as far as the 

pivot point bracket and the clamps will allow.   

 

Carefully place the clamps under the trucks side rail and then into the slots on the inner 

side of the Softopper bedrails. The clampôs bolt will be on the top. 

 

Note:   Some newer vehicles may be equiped with utility tracks beneath the bedrails. In 

this case you will use special utility track clamps (included) if so ordered. To install utility 

track clamps remove the track end caps and slide the ñ T ñ portion of the clamp into the 

track to the appropriate location where it lines up with the Softopper bedrail slot. Newer 

Nissan Frontiers with utility tracks use a C -shaped clamp that installs above the utility 

track and directly onto the trucks bedrail.  
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
